PROGRESS:  The Calling of the 12 - we now have 4 new educators that have signed 
up for the training, with another 5 that are going through the application/interview process.  
We need a total of 12 people to be able to train locally so we’re not having to turn away bookings 
like this year, and can impact Northants to prevent alcohol/drug-related harm in young people. 

 

Over the last 4 years our Educators have delivered alcohol/drug prevention, education and harm 
minimisation work in this county and have engaged with 12,500 people (with 3/4 of these being 
young people).  We have been into schools, NEET groups, scouts & youth club sessions. We have 
also trained up parents, teachers, youth workers & family workers in drug prevention strategies.   

 

Our training is accredited by the London Open College Network and is provided free of charge 
(the real cost of the training is around £900pp). In return, you are required to attend 3x training 
weekends (one in March 2012, one around April/May time and the final around June/early July),  
complete a portfolio of evidence and deliver at least 1 local session a month (once fully trained). 

 

No experience is necessary - you will learn everything you need to know to be able to plan                
interactive & inclusive sessions. We will support you through your training and beyond!

Northampton College drama students for our third  
consecutive year to deliver ‘The Buzzed’ project in  
selected high schools in Northampton district.  The 
drama is a highly thought-provoking production aimed 
at preventing alcohol and drug-related harm among 
young people.  Following on from the drama, myself  
and representatives from the police and other agencies  
and ran classroom-sized workshops to further reinforce the anti-drug  
message, challenge attitudes and answer questions from students. 
 
We also delivered sessions with Years 4-6 on alcohol, smoking and drugs at a             
number of Primary/Junior Schools in the county - this is such a lovely age group!  
 
We ran our 2nd session with a different Scouts group in the Northampton  
district to help them go for the ‘Fitness Challenge’ badge which has  
the outcome to ‘be able to explain the dangers and harmful effects  
of smoking, alcohol and drugs’.
